Mr. Spohr and Mr. Graham has been working on a draft petition for all SMS Parents and Guardians to sign, asking Sister Provincial to

keep SMS open in its entirety, i.e. not close any grades, until the time the school closes.

Mr. Spohr confirmed the results regarding the Salesian’s meeting in June 2004. which the Salesians had voted to deferred SMS subject till October 2004 meeting.
